SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS

Mrs Clapham, SENCo teaches every morning supporting those children who have been selected for School Action Support.  During the past year a total of 35 children received SEN support.

There is no official Special Needs Register as such, but SENCo at present supports 25 children five of whom have a Statement of Special Educational Need.  Other children are supported in the classroom after class teacher/SENCo discussions on target setting. This term some children have been targeted to receive some additional support for literacy skills as part of a “boost “group.  If you have any concerns about your child, please ring school for an appointment with either Mrs Clapham or the class teacher.

BREAKFAST AND TEA-TIME CLUB 2009 - 2010
The Governors’ Breakfast and Tea-time Club has continued to be a very popular and valued service for parents and children of All Saints’ School.

Numbers have continued to grow, highlighting the need for this facility, for both the children of parents who work and for the children who attend for social interaction.

We are grateful to everyone who has donated items to the club; all items donated are greatly appreciated.

Our thanks go out to all the staff involved in running the club and to the children who attend.  We look forward to, and anticipate another busy and successful year.
TARGETS SETTING
